Measures of Progress for Animals

Dear Friends,

The first year of the 111th Congress saw a number of advances for animal
protection policies, prepping the way for final action this year on many
important bills and bringing new issues into the political discourse.

Wildlife protection made great strides in the House of Representatives, which
passed 11 measures to help native and exotic wild animals, including a prohibi-
tion on the pet trade in primates and a bill to overhaul management of wild
horses and burros on public lands. Other House-approved bills would bring
protections to ocean dwellers by ending shark finning, providing grants for
marine mammal rescue, and promoting the recovery of Pacific sea otters.

The House also took a stand in favor of wildlife preservation, passing measures
to help imperiled cranes, great cats and rare canids, and marine turtles; to
strengthen penalties for intentional killing of federally protected birds; and

to create a wildlife stamp to fund multinational species conservation. The
Senate unanimously approved a resolution (passed by the House in the last
Congress) calling on the Canadian government to end its commercial seal hunt.

Key issues were also addressed in enacted funding bills for federal agencies.
Among the achievements were provisions to block expenditures on horse slaugh-
ter and end the slaughter of downed cattle, promote and fund nonanimal
research methods, study the use of service dogs for rehabilitating veterans,

and increase appropriations to implement international agreements for wildlife
conservation and improve enforcement of key domestic animal welfare laws.

Despite all these advances, Congress took a few steps backwards on other issues,
blocking the collection of data on greenhouse gas emissions from the largest
factory farms and overturning a long-standing federal ban on carrying loaded
firearms in national parks. And a number of key bills still need to cross the
finish line; though many have Senate champions and some have won committee
approval in that chamber, none has received a floor vote there.

In 2010, HSLF will continue to seek Senate passage of those measures. We’ll also
pursue enactment of legislation to ban trade in nine species of large constrictor
snakes, as well as bills on horse slaughter, fur labeling, antibiotic misuse on fac-
tory farms, invasive research on chimpanzees, puppy mills, the trade in stolen
and otherwise fraudulently obtained pets for research, a tax credit for spaying
and neutering pets, and the remaining loophole that allows slaughter of downed
calves, among a host of other concerns affecting pets, farm animals, and wildlife.

I invite you to use the Humane Scorecard as a guide to congressional action on
animal issues in 2009—and to see whether your own representative and senators
made the grade. Please share this scorecard widely, and join us as we redouble
our efforts in 2010 for an animal protection agenda in Congress.

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About the Scorecard

THE HUMANE SOCIETY LEGISLATIVE FUND publishes an annual Humane Scorecard to
assess the support of federal legislators on a broad range of animal protection issues. This
Scorecard provides an easy way for you to assess how your U.S. senators and representatives
have acted on these issues during the first year of the 111th Congress (which runs from
January 2009 through December 2010), and it helps chart the progress of our public policy

work on behalf of animals.

How Scores Are Calculated

Many animal protection issues never receive a recorded vote in Congress. Some are enacted
by voice vote, and some languish. To accurately measure legislators’ support for animal pro-
tection over the past year, we count not just recorded votes but other meaningful ways they
can help issues advance in Congress, such as cosponsorships of key bills and cosigning fund-
ing letters seeking increased enforcement of animal welfare laws. Scores are given as percent-
ages of the total number of items counted (six for the Senate and 13 for the House). Prime
sponsors of pro-animal legislation also receive “extra credit” equal to one vote or cosponsor-
ship, unless they already had a score of 100—in that case, their scores appear in bold with a
plus sign.

HSLF acknowledges the limitations of judging legislators based on a few votes, cosponsor-
ships, and joint letters. In some cases, legislators must miss votes for unavoidable reasons,
such as a death in the family, serious illness, or birth of a child. Please also consider such
unrecorded matters as performance on committees and constituent service.

What Else Can You Do?

We hope you'll use the Scorecard as a tool to ensure your legislators are representing your
interests. Let them know you’re watching and you appreciate their support for pro-animal
legislation. Or, if they haven’t done enough, let them know you'd like to see them do more.
Also, you can write a letter to the editor of your local newspaper to call attention to these
issues.
